Participant Inclusion Criteria

Initially, participants will be limited to individuals whose aphasia results from a stroke that can be verified through neuroimaging or a clear medical diagnosis.  Participants with dementia or with comorbidities associated with serious cognitive consequences will be excluded.  Co-existing apraxia and dysarthria are acceptable.  Also, as spelled out in the grant proposal, our priority is to collect data using the AphasiaBank Protocol.

Subsequently, we will enter data from aphasic participants studied with procedures that lie outside the AphasiaBank Protocol.  Such data must include audio or video recordings of interactions with aphasic people that can be formatted into CHAT. 

At a later stage, we will enter data from people with related disorders, such as primary progressive aphasia, TBI, dementia, apraxia, dysarthria and right hemisphere cognitive communication disorders.
