1. General description of the data set. 

The data consists of 57 transcribed sessions altogether from 8 children aged 14 to 24 months. The sessions were video recorded, and transcribed in Phon from the video recordings, but only audio and transcriptions are available through TalkBank. Each transcribed session covers a ca. 30-minute play session between the child and his/her mother, father or both, as well as occasional replies from the researcher/research assistant, visitors, siblings or grandparent. Utterances from the children have been transcribed in all 57 sessions, in most of them both orthographically and phonetically with IPA. In 1-3 sessions per child, utterances from the other participants are also transcribed orthographically (see table below for details). 

7 different transcribers have been involved in the project.  In some of the sessions, small portions of the utterances from the children (phonetic productions) or the parents (orthography) have been blind transcribed by a second transcriber for the purpose of calculating transcription agreement.
